Board members or any of the clubs members are asked 
to send TJ interesting articles that are timely for the 
newsletter. 
The Nature Center has asked PACT members to 
volunteer to process entries of their Photo Contest on 
October 31st. 
The Photo Arts Club of Toledo 26th Annual Photo 
contest form was completely gone over and necessary 
changes were made.  It was decided to have the forms 
printed and ready to distributed by Heralding the
